11:20 AM on July 9, a solo hiker was chased by a brown bear near the Okhotsk Outlook
(altitude 450m) on the Iwaobetsu Trail of Mt. Rausu. The hiker escaped off the trail, but the
bear continued to follow. The hiker managed to escape safely after spraying bear spray at a
close distance of 3 to 5 meters.Details about the bear are still unknown, but it appeared to
be alone.
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[Period] Until Tuesday, July 14 (At least)Reopening updates will be announced
on July 14.
